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REHABILITATION SPECIALIST II 

 

 

DISTINGUISHING FEATURES OF THE CLASS:  The incumbent is responsible for 

rehabilitation construction under the direct supervision of the Rehabilitation and 

Environmental Services Manager as related to the City’s Housing Rehabilitation 

programs.  Work assignments are received from an administrative superior and work is 

performed within an established system and procedure.  Work is reviewed through 

analysis of case activity or through discussions or problems encountered.   

 

 

TYPICAL WORK ACTIVITIES: 
 

 Conducts on-site inspections of property to be rehabilitated and/or repaired; 

 Prepares work write up; 

 Prepares preliminary cost estimate; 

 Reviews work write up with contractor and homeowner; 

 Prepares proposal for repairs; 

 Maintains computerized case files; 

 Enters and retrieves information in an automated information system; 

 Performs related work as required. 

 

 

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS, ABILITIES AND PERSONAL 

CHARACTERISTICS: 
 

 Good knowledge of basic construction principles, practices and procedures; 

 Good knowledge of computerized software programs; 

 Working knowledge of office terminology, procedures and equipment; 

 Ability to accurately prepare and maintain construction reports; 

 Ability to interpret and apply construction practices as applicable to federal, state and 

local standards; 

 Ability to work with a high degree of accuracy; 

 Ability to understand and follow detailed oral and written instructions; 

 Physical condition commensurate with the demands of the position. 

 

 

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS:   
 

(A) Possession of a Bachelor’s Degree, and two (2) years of paid fulltime experience 

required in the area of residential or commercial construction; OR 

 

(B) Possession of an Associate’s Degree, and four (4) years of paid fulltime 

experience required in the area of residential or commercial construction; OR 
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(C) Graduation from high school or possession of a high school equivalency diploma 

and six (6) years of paid fulltime experience in the area of residential or 

commercial construction; OR 

 

(D) Any equivalent combination of training and experience as defined by the limits of 

A, B and C above. 

 

Note: Your degree must have been awarded by a college or university accredited by a 

regional, national, or specialized agency recognized as an accrediting agency by the U.S. 

Department of Education/U.S. Secretary of Education. If your degree was awarded by an 

educational institution outside the United States and its territories, you must provide 

independent verification of equivalency.
